GIS facilitates the use of real data for critical 
thinking exercises in the classroom.  For example, a business instructor could use real data 
and have students map retail shopping trends for a marketing project.  GIS technology can 
also be used by staff to improve management of campus services.  A Cuesta staff member 
in facilities could use GIS to help track and monitor areas being treated for pest 
management.
